Title: Archeological Inventory and Evaluation of a Portion of
Historic Camp Coldwater, Mississippi National River and
Recreation Area

ARTICLE I - BACKGROUND AND OBJECTIVES

Authority for this Agreement is provided by the following
legislation:

Omnibus Parks and Public Lands Management Act of 1996
(Public Law 104-333, Division I, Title VIII, Section 818,
National Park Agreements).

 Historic Sites Act of 1935 (Public Law 74-292, U.S.C. 461-
467) .

ARTICLE II - STATEMENT OF WORK

A. Introduction. The Cooperator, Minnesota Historical Society
(MHS) and the Midwest Archeological Center (MWAC) will jointly
undertake an archeological inventory of a portion of the historic
Camp Coldwater Locality in Hennepin County, Minnesota. Camp
Coldwater is partially within and partially outside of the Fort
Snelling National Historic Landmark (NHL)/National Register of
Historic Places District. The research will consist of pre-
fieldwork research and map analysis, archeological fieldwork, and
subsequent data interpretation and report writing phases.
Considerable background research for the project has already been
completed, but additional work will be needed to identify
potential building locations and historic activity areas that can
be targets for archeological fieldwork efforts. The background
and field research efforts will span Fiscal Years 2000 and 2001,
with analysis of recovered data and report development to occur
in FY 2001. .

B. Background.



The Cooperator has conducted historical and archeological
research within the Fort Snelling NHL for many years. Recent
research has focused upon the history and layout of Camp
Coldwater, an area first occupied by Anglo-Americans from 1820-
1823 by the 5th Infantry under the command of Lt. Col. Henry
Leavenworth. They occupied the site during the construction of
Fort Snelling located about 1.5 km to the southeast. By the
1830s, the Camp Coldwater area included about a dozen buildings
of various function forming the core of a community occupied by
refugees from the failed Selkirk Colony in Manitoba, along with
various camp followers. The military later made additional
developments near the large spring for which the Locality is
named, including a reservoir, pumping station, water tower and
other amenities. Interpretation of historic maps has revealed
that portions of Camp Coldwater occurred on lands now owned by
the MHS and also within the former Bureau of Mines Twin Cities
Research Center parcel within the Mississippi National River and
Recreation Area (MISS), a unit of the National Park Service
(NPS) . Fieldwork needs to occur on both adjacent parcels in order
to fully understand what remains of the former Camp Coldwater
settlement.

" Through this agreement, the Cooperator will extend ongoing
research on Camp Coldwater from MHS-owned land into the former
Bureau of Mines, Twin Cities Research Center property now being
conveyed to the Metropolitan Airports Commission (MAC) by the
Department of the Interior. The MAC (new owner) plans to donate a
conservation easement to the United States, thus this research
will aid the MAC, the NPS, and the MHS in their efforts to manage
the historical and archeological resources remaining from
historic Camp Coldwater.

C. Cooperator's Responsibilities. The Cooperator agrees to
undertake the following responsibilities relative to this
project. :

1. Research Design and pre-excavation planning. The cooperator
will conduct research into the land use and history of the
former Bureau of Mines (BOM) Twin Cities Research Center
tract. Similar work has previously been accomplished for a
portion of MHS property adjacent to the BOM parcel. This
research would focus on the likely location of former Camp
Coldwater structures and activity areas and the impacts of
modern construction actions at the parcel through development
of numerous Bureau of Mines buildings and facilities. The data
would be used to select specific locations to examine
archeologically for the possible presence of nineteenth
century archeological features-and deposits remaining from
Camp Coldwater. Center staff will assist in this process and
